The Historic Homestake District

Gold was discovered on the “Homestake Mining Claim” in
1878 leading to the discovery of one of the richest gold
mines in the world. The mine operated for over 120 years
producing an average of 300,000 ounces of gold a year
with some years averaging 600,000 ounces. A total of 40
million ounces of gold was mined along 2 miles of strike
length and to depths of 8,000 feet. Low gold prices of $300
per ounce in 2000’s led to the mine closure in 2002.

With gold at $2,600 per ounce the best place to explore for
gold is in the historic camps. Dakota Gold has discovered
gold in the JB Gold Zone on its Maitland property along the
trend of the Homestake Mine. Average of 47 intersections
in the JB Gold Zone of 10.76 g/t gold over 4.0 meters are
analogous to gold zones mined in the West Ledges of the
Homestake Mine which produced almost 6 million ounces.
Maitland could be a significant underground gold mine
giving Dakota Gold shareholders exposure to a long-term
gold.
